The Surgical Care Committee held an open discussionrong site surgery on December 4,
2008, which included several guest speakers. Thgopa of the discussion was to explore
different ways to reduce the incidences of wromg surgeries by inviting guests from different
organizations who would be associated when a wstdegurgery occurred.

» Guest Speaker: Lance F. Grenevicki, M.D., Florida Rtient Safety Corporation
Dr. Grenevicki reported that the Florida PatienfieBaCorporation(FPSC) had applied
and been approved as the first nationally recoginmegient safety corporation by the
Federal government. The FPSC is in the processw#ldping new strategies that would
focus on a database for near miss reporting, educat students and continuing
education for medical professionals in our state.

* Guest Speaker: Robert K. McCann, D.O. Chair Board 6Osteopathic Medicine

Dr. McCann, Chair, of the Board of Osteopathic Mew stated that the Board was
focusing on the “team” approach and that a majocem was late reporting of adverse
incidents.

The amendment was added to the bill and the bsé@d. It was signed by the governor in June.
The reporting system and the authority to regula¢epain management clinics is now in rule
development. Registration and inspections for phmcs will go into effect in January 2010.
